[bookmark: _GoBack]Brief highlights of the December 2, 2016 Federal-State GIS Coordination Meeting:
Lorri Peltz-Lewis (noted hydrologist and midwife of the California Watershed Boundary Dataset) is now the manager of the Enterprise Data Warehouse for the U.S. Forest Service: http://data.fs.usda.gov/geodata/edw/. She helped develop the Federal Geospatial Data Committee (FGDC)  National Geospatial Dataset Asset (NGDA) Lifecycle Maturity Assessment Tool: https://cms.geoplatform.gov/A-16-NGDA-Theme-Community/LMA  There is a similar process available for States with the National States Geographic Information Council: https://www.nsgic.org/geospatial-maturity-assessment (Apparently California is not participating.)
Census Bureau: 2016 Tiger/Line files and shapefiles are available: https://www.census.gov/geo/maps-data/data/tiger-line.html
Bureau of Land Management is building a new one-stop shop for downloadable data and services on the Navigator platform, the website is up but no data is there yet https://navigator.blm.gov/home
USDA – the 2016 NAIP is available. It’s a 60 cm resolution; the same specs will be used for the 2017 collection. 2018 and beyond will be at half-meter or better and they plan to continue doing yearly acquisitions.
Bureau of Reclamation: Tom Heinzer is working on DataSpace for ArcGIS PRO.
There was a discussion of interest in coordinating efforts across agencies to bring in some Esri training and share costs. (Jane has started the conversation with Esri reps about this.)
Various State Department reports: pretty much the same as we heard at our GIS Day.

Brief highlights of the December 8, 2016 CA GIS Council Meeting:
Guest speaker was Zack Townsend, Chief Data Officer for the State. He talked about the focus of the Government Operations agency and his mission to show how data can improve management. Data.ca.gov, the “open-data” website, is really only intended to highlight high-level datasets commonly requested by the public. He also talked about “closed data” and tying it into business intelligence. (e.g. dashboards for managers and executives.) 
There was a discussion of the recent Vigilant 17 Earthquake Exercise. It was mentioned that the California National Guard required that the data they requested from the various players had to be submitted in kmz format and that data created in ArcGIS and converted to kmz didn’t always function as required in the common operating picture. 
An NHD Workgroup for the CA GIS Council is forming. Jane will lead this and help has been offered by Danielle Bram of CSU-Northridge and Jason Schwenkler of CSU-Chico. The plan is to utilize the framework of the CA GIS Council to establish connections with the cities, counties, and regional GIS councils to aid in the NHD Stewardship effort.
