· Review 
· Why are we here?
· Action items from last meeting
Siran reviewed the purpose of the meeting and went over some of the action items from the last meeting. We briefly discussed the documents listed below.  Everyone should be familiar with these documents. Abby Carevic sent attendees the PowerPoint presentation I was working from.
· Stewardship  - Roles & Responsibilities LINK 
Summarized in a slide in the PowerPoint presentation. Reviewed roles of Data Steward and sub stewards.
· Workflow Documents LINK
Short but outlines all the steps we need to take in the process.
· Spatial Data Standards LINK
A more detailed document outlining DWR standards established for all Enterprise data.
· Discuss DWR B155-94, Water District Acts”
· Could this be a starting point?  LINK
We began a discussion on Bulletin 155-94 with Bill Brewster. He explained how we might categorize our districts into one of the General Districts listed in the table of contents of the document. By using this DWR document as a template we can categorize all our boundaries into one of these descriptions. Sub stewards should start by making sure that there is a field called “Type” or “Agency Type” in the attribute table of the district polygons forwarded to Siran for compiling. 
Siran asked that anyone who hasn’t already send their data to her to please send it with the attribute table organized similar to Bill’s data reviewed during the meeting, which shows how the data is already broken into different agency types. Northern Region, Southern Region still need to submit data in this format.
Joel Dudas added that the Data Steward should start by putting in the feature class or classes in the Enterprise System Development Server to begin the data model.  This will allow everyone to input and edit their versions moving forward.  Will do this after we get all the data in the same format with similar attributes.
· What has everyone been using? 
· The session sharing was passed to Eddie Pech in Southern Region to illustrate his data. We discussed some of the issues below.
Possible problems with existing data were observed:
· Multiple unconnected polygons for the same agency.  Sometimes they have the same agency numbers and sometimes just the agency names are the same.  These were the files we were given so we just having to make it fit as best we can.  
· Two or more boundaries for a single agency.  Determining which one is most will be a challenge.  This could be determined by the data source 
· Dealing with overlap:  how do we illustrate this on a map? Ok if we are just classifying different types but what if we want to show ALL boundaries? Hatching?
Should there be one line in the attribute table for each agency or multiple lines? Everyone agrees to have a simple field types and include columns for whether the agency receives State, Federal or local water. Are we going to include this as an attribute? What about PWS numbers. Should this be included?
Suggestions/discussion:
· Combine data we have and lean towards the smallest number of attributes.   Use existing layers or feature classes as a starting point and determining which attributes make sense.  A little bit of reverse engineering so we don’t have to start from scratch.  
· Siran used the Arc GIS Diagrammer program to show how data components can be organized similar to a flow chart program and list domains and stand alone tables as possibilities for our data.

Data Structure/ Data Model discussion:

· Data (shape file or feature class) will Include attribute table with “Agency Type” field
· Use Bulletin 155-94 table of contents pages fit agencies into these categories 
· Compare all and create spreadsheet for attributes put as coded value domain in geodatabase (Siran)
· Development Server – where data will live when it is ready to be edited.  Versions created (by all sub-stewards) and approved by Siran for release. (sub stewards , future item when data is ready)
· Send PowerPoint presentation to everyone (Abby) done during the meeting
