· You can access EWAB via a GIS database connection in ArcMap or through DataSpace. Everyone’s situation is slightly different you should contact your IT person or submit an AquaAssist if you are having trouble or don’t have proper permissions.  
· Reviewing EWAB Dataset:
· Christina / Aaron offered their explanations and their input.  There were 9 initial datasets that were patched together to form the EWAB dataset when it was first created.  Since that first creation, some additions have been included from various sources to fill-in or improve what they had.
· Continuing the work started on the Emergency Water dataset.
· Within the EWAB the Source Feature ID allows users to link back to the original dataset.  Joel recommends not using the name “Source Feature ID” but something like Legacy ID.
· As part of the UWMP updates DWR is tasked with creating the guidelines for their submittals and will be asking for boundary information.  
· Betsy has volunteered to be the steward of these files coming into DWR and keep track of both the PWS ID and names of agencies.  
· Gwen pointed out our use of the term PWSS needs to be corrected the PWSS is Public Water System Statistics used for water system reporting and the PWS ID is the identifier the WAWG is wanting to use as a unique urban water identifier.
· The boundaries associated with the UWMPs will be kept and organized by Betsy on a share drive outside of the GIS Enterprise dataset.
· The general consensus will be to use the PWS or Public Water Systems as a starting point and incorporate the other Urban, Ag & other as yet unclassified agencies.
· Aaron explained there can be multiple boundaries and ID’s for the agencies and this can lead to some confusion.  Using the PWS ID will be a challenge.  A lot of thought would need to go into using the PWS ID’s … which ones to use, break up, or clump together to make sense of the data.  
· How these should or will be incorporated into the final WAWG Enterprise dataset will be discussed in subsequent meetings as we discuss the workflow process and what we need to do next.
· Gwen mentioned they are still ironing out how they are going to ask agencies to send in maps for their calculation during for the next UWMP guidelines.  Perhaps suggesting service areas versus public water system area… sphere of influence or ??? The discussion continues without resolve.
· What is the KML Key in Greg Smith’s data for?  That is the Unique ID back to the CDPH dataset.
· Gwen asks is it possible to have the Urban Dataset alone.  Yes, that is why it is important to have the PWS ID as a unique identifier.  It is also why it’s being suggested Aaron and Siran work together on re-working with EWAB starting with urban agencies from the Public Health System and their ID’s.  Then filling in with the other urban, Ag and perhaps Environmental (which was not initially discussed).
· Relating datasets to a particular legacy dataset and how to deal with it needs to be discussed as a group and the needs of the group for the long term.  Discussing this will take us beyond the allotted time and will need to be brought up in the next meeting.
· Abby would like to have the group have some training on versioning and also suggests the WAWG consider using the UWMP’s & CWP as templates for pushing out version of this data out every 5 years or so.  Credits that were thought to be available for ESRI training have been exhausted.  Christina said DWR has the staff and can provide copies of text DWR received during prior ESRI training.
· Boundary Type is actually District Type in the Domain Table.  Boundary table needs to be preserved with spatial boundary types not the agency or district types as it was outlined in the old WAWG table.
· Gwen requested input on what needs to be included in the request for UWMP’s and how they should go about requesting these files from the agencies.  It was mentioned if it’s not required then the minimum might be sufficient just to get files. If it’s a technical advisor or GIS savvy person it’s recommended the standards should be aligned with DWR’s.  Joel suggests at least the minimum standards and directs everyone to the link in the GIS library.  If they are being submitted electronically a zipped shape files could be submitted. Gwen explains the files will be submitted electronically.  Christina will send out recommendation to Gwen for this effort.
