GeoPortal by Danny Luong

The Geoportal is a web application for cataloging geospatial metadata.

Everything in place and the geoportal is ready to be tested.  Danny sent out an email on August 23rd, saying it was ready.  You can use your DWR account.  You should be able to upload metadata.  DTS is still working on the strict DWR definition for metadata.

Metadata Editor by Scott Hayes
DWR is developing its own metadata editor to help people document their spatial data.

Scott met with DTS last week.  In two weeks, there will be a meeting with the developers and the full Metadata Editor team.  The application will be expanded to seven tabs.  There is dependency embedded in the Metadata Editor.  Unknown will be OK choice in some cases.  The team needs to set up defaults.  The target date is the end of the calendar year to have a beta version.

The Department is pursuing becoming the stewards of the California portion of the National Hydrography Dataset.

Scott discussed what DWR is trying to do with NHD.  The subcommittee needs to determine resources for stewarding NHD.  The subcommittee will look at three states that have NHD: Minnesota, Colorado, and Texas.  The subcommittee is meeting next week.  
Data by Greg Smith
The subcommittee is focused on developing enterprise data.  There are only a few people on the subcommittee, so we cannot do it ourselves.  There are lists of prioritized spatial data sets.  We (the entire GIS community) need to identify custodians for these spatial data sets, and then promote what we can to the enterprise level.
As we move spatial data to enterprise, one question is have we set the bar too high?  If so, then the Enterprise GIS Committee and Data subcommittee will have to reconsider the standards.
In the future, David Harris suggested that we might want to identify what geospatial data we are missing to fulfill our mission(s).

Remote Sensing by Kent Frame
Kent would like to have a Remote Sensing subcommittee.  There have been three meetings so far.  Kent hopes the next meeting before is before GIS Day (11/17/2010).
The subcommittee is working on a survey for remote sensing.  That will be sent out soon.

David Harris has funding for some remote sensing data.

David Harris coordinates geospatial services for the Natural Resources Agency.  Half of the staff is from the University of California and half the staff is at the Natural Resources Agency.  This includes a metadata catalog.  

The Natural Resources Agency’s approach has been a federated model.  
GIS community has a lot going on with the current services.  

David Harris says that there will be a cross Departmental workgroup created soon.

· Library/Catalog of geospatial data.  Natural Resources Agency is already harvesting from other Departments.

· Common geospatial enterprise service bus.  
· Mobile platform that is open source and interoperable.  They are thinking about making it run in Java.  Supports many different mobile devices.  Can cache information if the network is not available.

· The mobile platform was tested in the last Golden Guardian event.

· This system needs to be put into production.

Is there any news on the GIO?  Not yet.  Hard job to fill.
The Minimum Essential Datasets may affect DWR.  If so, how does David think this will happen?  Whom does DWR look to for guidance?  David can help with that.


Lots of talk about identity management and enterprise architecture.

DWR has an access and authentication strategy that is fairly well developed.  CalEMA has specific access and authentication requirements.
