Danny – FESSRO is getting added to the enterprise server so the image server upgrade to version 10 is  taking some time, additionally Danny is going to be out most of September so they’re going to be delayed a bit. Initially FESSRO is going to be serving data out on the program level. Metadata editor – offers are being reviewed September 15 and the contract will start around September 26th, so the timeframe will be set at that time. We sent the request for offer out to approximately 40 contractors.

Dana just got storage space delivered this morning for Data space, the project will be moving along to the test phase. Dana will be discussing it at the Enterprise Architecture & Applications Subcommittee next week for testers and roles/responsibilities. Geoportal – it’s supposed to go live today but yesterday during the last switch to ssl (https vs http) the map image is coming from an unsecured site so there’s a pop-up message that tells the user that you’re leaving the secured site for an unsecured site, this is being worked on. We’re having an informational Enterprise GIS Committee meeting next week, hopefully it’ll be worked out by then. This informational meeting is September 20th. Maybe there could be a separate Geoportal workshop. Jane will work on this with Dana when the GeoPortal is ready for rollout.

GIS Web Application standards – Dana provided it to the Architecture and Applications subcommittee. Architecture and Applications subcommittee recommends adoption of the standard, they would like the enterprise committee to review the document (here). Please do so and provide comments ON THE PORTAL by October 5th to allow incorporation into the draft. The Architecture and Applications subcommittee committee recommends we approve the GIS Web Applications Standards at the next Enterprise GIS Committee meeting. Nancy would like the geoportal to be presented at GIS Day and would support the push on this project.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ruppert – needs to update the Geodatabase Design project update form. The Enterprise Geodatabase will be called the DWR GIS Atlas.  There are some datasets that will receive special treatment (such as National Hydrography Dataset, Cadastral surveys, Geotech – borings, Environmental Field studies, and Land Use already have or may  set up there own special geodatabases) but all other Enterprise datasets will reside on DWR GIS Atlas. Mapping and Photogrammetry  has ArcSDE geodatabase managers already acting as administrators, so they will be the administrators for the DWR GIS Atlas. The Data Standards Subcommittee is going to come up with protocols and procedures for data stewardship (working with Training and Outreach). Ruppert is drafting a geodatabase design document to allow better communication of this plan and set-up of the geodatabases.  anyone wants to help you can go to the next Architecture and Applications subcommittee meeting (next Monday 1:30 pm), even if you don’t want to be on the subcommittee you can participate on the project. 

Christina – Subcommittee work on the California portion of the National Hydrography Dataset, in particular the LiDAR Pilot Project, is slipping; Jane offered to assist Christina with this.

Data Subcommittee – If there is anyone who would like to chair that subcommittee? Joel said he’s going to discuss this with Greg.

Jared – Next Remote Sensing meeting is September 29th; Jean Woods will be presenting some work and there will be discussion on the goals and objectives of the subcommittee. There aren’t any projects being tracked yet. Ruppert reported  that they are setting up  a workgroup to develop a web map to display the current and projected data acquisition for remote sensing data, they’re looking for people to help support this. If you’re interested in helping develop this web application, attend the meeting. Jane suggests Jared reach out to NRO.

Jane – Training and Outreach, data steward training – There are some potential data stewards listed here, some of these potential stewards are going to be taking a data steward training workshop that is being set up with Esri trainers. 

GIS DAY – An all DWR GIS Day event is planned for November 15 in the Resources Building Auditorium. There was discussion of why this is not an all Natural Resources Agency event this year.  The Training Subcommittee offered to help David Harris with an all-agency GIS event. Christina will be making 15 dozen cupcakes that week (flavor requests welcome). Jane will post the prospective GIS Day agenda on the portal.

June 30th 2012 the Esri enterprise license will be ending, this would be a good time to evaluate our extension needs. Data Interoperability is one such extension that we may consider adding. Timing is important because we need to project our additional license funding. Danny will send Jane a note about this survey and Jane/Christina will post a survey.
