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Enterprise GIS Program Updates
California Mapping Coordinating Committee (Nancy)
1. A new proposal from the state’s GIO to purchase Parcel data as a statewide license where each organization will contribute funds for an ongoing statewide license. The recommended product is Landvision. This product provides access to the application and data via web services, and allows for updates and download of parcel records. OTEC will build the Web service and provide updates on a quarterly base. Users will be able to use parcel data in published maps via a Web service. A grant is available now to cover the initial purchase of $250,000, as one time cost, and $90,000 for ongoing maintenance. Scott needs an answer from the Department’s by January 1, 2012.

2. The California Technology Agency will be sending out a survey to each Department to determine what geospatial information they have and would be willing to share with other organizations. This survey will be available in the next few weeks.

3. Scott Gregory is leading the effort to develop a School Locator GIS mobile application as a proof of concept to demonstrate the new Mobile web framework for the state. He also announced the February 8, 2012 Mobile Conference at the Community Convention Center in Sacramento.

4. A subcommittee of the CMCC is working on developing the CMCC’s Charter focusing on the coordinating and collaborating aspects of providing geospatial data, products, tools and services in support of the state’s end users business needs.
Metadata Editor Project (Danny)
The Metadata Editor Project team is waiting for the EGC and A&A subcommittee’s decision as to what technology solution will meet their business and functional requirements for developing the Department’s metadata editor. Once the decision is made, VESTRA Resources will begin developing the application. (Danny)
GIS Cloud Computing (Danny)
There are currently two efforts going on with GIS Cloud computing:
	1. The state GIO is putting together a committee to evaluate four potential portal cloud vendors for an assessment on GIS Cloud computing:  (ESRI, Google, Voyager GIS & Geoportal Server). ESRI met with the State Committee on Dec 1 to go over the functionalities of the ArcGIS for Organizations cloud.  As a result of the meeting, we came up with a draft requirement diagram.   
	2. DWR at the same is looking for a cloud solution for our internal organization.  With the ESRI V10.1 pre-released beta version of ArcGIS for Organizations, we are actively working with ESRI on this test effort.  DWR met with ESRI on Dec 2.  ESRI (Andy Hendrickson) did a brief overview of ArcGIS for Organization and went over a couple implementation options.  ESRI will create for DWR a tenancy so we can further test the product.   

Google Maps API mapping licensing issue (Dana)
Esri is working with Division of Safety of Dams to determine if they can build an API to view maps using a Web enabled application using DOSD’s Shakecast application as a proof of concept. This would potentially negate the need to purchase Google Earth API maps licensing. The EGC’s A&A subcommittee is working with Dam Safety on this effort.
