There are a lot of projects going on.  

DataSpace
DataSpace has been rolled out.  If someone would like to get DataSpace installed on his or her computer, please contact Dana Fernandez.


EarthWhere
Joel recommended dropping this project.  The price has doubled, and is now more than $100K.  The vendor suggested Joel check out a competitor, Voyager.    Voyager is not the same product, and would not work as well.  DTS does not have funding to pay for this, and programs do not either.

The Enterprise GIS Committee moved not to pursue this anymore.

DTS has a software tool that scans files.  This might be a possibility instead of EarthWhere.  This tool will not give the same set of information about spatial data as EarthWhere.  Nancy and Dana would have to look into use this.  

Another way to capture the data would be with the GeoPortal.  We have surveyed people for their spatial data in the past.  This would be a similar effort, but now using the GeoPortal.  We are likely to identify some, but not all, of the spatial data people have.  We would also get duplicates of spatial data.

People could enter their metadata now, and select the Dublin Core standard to enter metadata. 

Greg suggested asking people to put metadata into the GeoPortal after we have figured out what the minimum DWR metadata standard will be.

National Hydrography Dataset Stewardship
NHD – BCP concept paper was sent up the food chain.  Christina expects to be making cupcakes for the entire California Legislature in August.


Emergency Response Standard Operating Guidelines
The guidelines have been sent out for draft review.  The comments have not been synthesized.  The Feds (which agency) came out with some standard operating guidelines last week.  Those will have to be integrated into a single set of standards.



Access Restriction Policy
Greg forgot about this, and needs to fill out a project tracking form for this.  He will try to do better next time.

DFM asked us to develop standard disclaimer and sharing language.  Ruppert and Greg plan to take this to Governance to get their blessing.  Then will share it thru the list server and Aquanet when it is approved.


Promoting Tools

Nancy asked a good question about how to promote the various tools and work that the Enterprise GIS Committee is doing.  Jane said that brown bag lunch talks would be one way.

Greg said that he expected to talk to different divisions when we get closer to having usable products, say in the summer or fall.


Nancy suggested that we should also track use of these tools where we can.

Parcel Data should probably be a new project.  Christina says that the parcel data is coming some from CTA.  The plan is to put this on the enterprise system, on the image server.  Ruppert said that Carol Leong would steward this data.

David Harris asked if we could put the parcel data on the Natural Resources Agency site? If so, then DWR might not steward the data. If this happened, would the Cadastral folks still be involved?  Maybe.  It would be good to get their participation.  Whoever stewards this spatial data set needs to stay engaged and be pro-sharing.

The California Technology Agency will stand up a parcel data service from their web site too.  Christina says that Scott Gregory says it should be ready to go later this week.  If so, DWR and the Natural Resources Agency do not have to duplicate this, unless there are performance issues.

With the California Technology Agency portal data service, DataSpace could be configured to point to the service.  This would be one way to let people know the spatial data is available.

DWR is developing a metadata for DWR metadata standards.  The first round of testing in ArcGIS 10 was last week.  We are getting ready to test round two, starting later this week (or next week).  Christina Boggs and Dana Fernandez will check to make sure that Vestra fixed the bugs from the first build before we start into round two.  Dana Fernandez has not seen a new build yet today, so it is unclear when the new testing will start.

The testing will also including working on VDI (remote desktop).

Many of us that did the testing believe that Vestra did not do a lot of QA/QC on the first version.  The first version did not include any data validation.  Sections were not well laid out like with the EPA Metadata Editor.  Their metadata does not give you access to spatial data elements.  All of this is a problem.

There was some discussion on how the metadata editor should be laid out.  Should the tool be laid out in an FDGC format?  Or an ISO format?  We are all familiar with FGDC, so that is the preferred format.  It is also unclear when FGDC will make the switch to an ISO standard.  It could be awhile.

Another issue is Esri.  Ruppert said that ArcGIS 10 has its own metadata standard.  Esri uses translators to translate the data to an FGDC metadata standard.  The problem comes in that the translators do not always work as advertised.


Nancy said that we have to go back to the business and functional requirements documents.  The contractor will be held to this standard.  Yes, testing is always a time commitment.  You will never get away from this, and you will need to devote time to this task to get a good product.


If anyone would like to participate, and would like to, we would really like more testers!  Before you jump up, understand that this is a large time commitment.  It is not a casual task.  Contact Dana Fernandez if you want to help.

It would be good to develop a lessons learned wiki page on the subcommittee website.

Bay Delta Office recently purchased PRISM data from Oregon State University: monthly rasters for precipitation, temperature, vapor pressure, and dew point at 800 meter resolution covering the state for the time period 1895-2010.  We have uncompressed the data and are processing it to assign the coordinate system to the rasters. When ready, we are offering this to anyone in DWR who can use it by way of the Image Server, on the condition that anyone who uses it agrees to the Terms of Use posted on the Oregon State University website (see below). We also want users to agree not to download the data for sharing outside DWR.  This is similar to the conditions associated with the CVFED elevation data.

There is a lot happening.

CEIC has been around for a long time.  It will be moving to a new environment, and coming out shortly.  Better data entry form and machine to machine data flow.  It has a spatial search feature.  Natural Resources Agency needs to work out workflow for data.

One question for CEIC is how to manage the DWR collections?  So far, the data has been managed with workgroups.  There are 36 projects.  As we move forward, the workgroups may not work so well.  One option would be DWR to develop metadata and post it on CEIC.  Another option would be to harvest data from the DWR GeoPortal.  Right now, the DWR GeoPortal is not configured so we could share metadata outside of DWR.  Technically is possible.

Nancy will talk to Tim about making the GeoPortal available, and will get back to Enterprise GIS Committee.  If we did this, we could use the metadata and data access restrictions to share the data.

Do other Departments have geoportals?  California Fish and Game has one.  Not too many others.   CalTRANS has Google Earth Building.  Can the GeoPortal be configured to work with that?  Dana will have to look into that.
