Jaime has been in contact with Megan Walton, next GIS Specialist Training is tentatively scheduled for October 19th.
Symbology – Start with Baker, if there are gaps look to FloodSAFE to fill them and touch bases with Cordi Mcdaniel to make sure they’re graphically pleasing. Christina is going to go through what is already done and check the symbols. Christina will be putting the rest of the chapters and check the status of all of the chapters before uploading the most current draft and 
Is it worth it to talk to CalFire? What about CalEMA (Kris Higgs or Diane Vaughn)? Jaime is going to invite Kris Higgs to next ER GIS Meeting.
Jaime will set up a “meeting” with Todd Bernardy to get some feedback on the symbols used for the ICT SOP.
Geodatabase – could we create something of a preliminary db for now. The California Levee Database has an existing gdb. FIMT has a simple gdb with 5ish layers, a consultant developed tools for the creation of new points. In Office of Emergency Services there were 3 redundant copies of the data.
We discussed having an incident database and having a “basemap” reference database to pull data from. The incident database would be edited by a GIS Specialist in the field whereas a reference database would be static (updated annually). FIMT Incident data goes into the centralized database, nightly they would email the fire perimeters (the 209) to their central command.
Can we outline the geodatabase in the SOP? There isn’t as much of a time crunch on the draft now that we agreed to move the due date out so we have time for the database team to work on the database structure.
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
