Minutes from 25 May 2011 Remote Sensing Subcommittee Meeting

Summary:  We learned about and discussed “The Geoportal Extension” from Dana Fernandez’s presentation.  We discussed how to use it to share remote sensing data.  The portal is in testing until June 30th and then will be open for metadata input.  Other ways of sharing data such as through ArcView and Adobe were discussed briefly.  Survey analysis and Summary report noted as still in assessment phase.

Notes and discussion minutes:

Ongoing projects:  Water Pie, natural feed into water pie.
Nancy: Have Greg in a presentation about Water Pie. Awareness of Data.
Gary:  We have to track / survey analytics.
Nancy: Pie follows data, it’s about sharing data.
Kent: One portal for DTS eventually.
Nancy:  Portal Interface. Keep in mind the ultimate goal…
Gary: Tracking…
Nancy:  We need to keep track of what higher levels are approving.
Gary: What remote sensing data we gather and how we use it.
Kent:  Find out what we have.
Christina:  There is an effort to / movement  to get a handle on what we have. Greg and Scott Hayes leading. 
Nancy: Water Pie, was discussing first phase of this program we should be aware of. 
Nancy/Kent: We should ask Greg to present about Water Pie. 
Jane: Item 7. Lack of standards in RS data quality.
Gary: A remote sensing data Standard.  – All about how it will be used. 
Kent: Meeting about standards.
Nancy: Define Remote Sensing is a good idea for Execs to understand. 
Jared:  Maybe the point is not to inventory, rather than inventory we need to direct flow. 
Gary:  Data Flow.  Figure out what you want to do and find out how to get there. 
Kent: Survey programs.
Christina:  Set up a mechanism for sharing rather than survey. 
Nancy:  Where are we at?
Kent: We haven’t completed assessment. 
Surveys. Beating bushes.  Share portals. 
Gary:  We need to do both [inventory and direct flow].  Matter of time. 
 
Dana: Geoportal – Product by ESRI.
Extension of ArcView.  Catalogs metadata, any information about that dataset. 
· Was tasked with getting Geoportal to accept DWR Metadata. Metadata – any datasets catalogued will be brought up.  Future dates, creating data, could set dates into the future. 
Jean:  Projects being done…are there fields for that?
Joel: Success of searching for data: square bounding box / keywords. 
Gary: Falls upon our committee to input RS vocabulary in Geoportal User Guide. 
Nancy:  CIMIS laptop helpdesk ticket.  Suffixes for DNs not setup properly on laptop.  It hasn’t been receiving updates. 
Dana: Demonstrating Metadata Details and map and Keywords. The more keywords, the better. 
Bekele: Does the product need to be converted to DWR standards? 
Dana/Joel: Not required. 
Dana: Four different standards accepted.  Could need to put in data just to make people aware.  More could be added. 
Nancy: Can we get links to defined standards?
Dana: Required fields… Metadata Editor.
Gary: What about CERES metadata Standards?
Dana:  These came out of the Box.  Geoportal Subcommittee selected these.  
Nancy:  With more time, more will be added after testing.
Dana:  Ideally we’d like to push for DWR Standard. Keywords, ISOThemes (19) pick any that apply. 
Bekele: Does data need uploaded or just a link?
Dana: URL download or file share link, source can be needed, how to access data. Primary focus is to test system.
Ramesh:  Accuracy of Data? 
Dana:  There is a place in DWR standard. 
Christina:  How accurate is spot that is georeferenced? How accurate is table? Attribute is any other information.
Jean:  Land use  - we haven’t  settled on accuracy. We calculate areas.  Polygon accuracy is better than points. 
Christina:  Paragraph metadata – put in your processes. 
Joel:  Not all data sets will meet standard (DWR).  We would rather you submit than not. 
Dana: David Harris interested in working this out. 
Nancy: CERES will eventually use our data. 
Joel:  Shooting for June 30th to finish testing.  
Kent: Remote Sensing group in testing. 
Nancy:  Once we work out…
Kent:  Reaching out, how will we get this out? Lukewarm response to our (Jared’s) project. 
Dana:  As people see the usefulness [of geoportal] it will snowball. 
Nancy:  How to operational.
Kent:  Is there a means where RS could access information from the RS site?
Nancy:  Link to the site. Search.
Kent:  Needs for Remote Sensing
Nancy:  Let’s finish testing, lots of flexibility.  Is there someone from the State Water Project O&M? Acquisitions, civil maintenance, encroachment permits, they are reaching out to …
Dana:  GPolygon.
Nancy: Flexibility – up to us. 
Jean: Description of information, define fields, would like to click on polygon. 
Jane:  Hyperlink.
Dana: Processes for describing dataset. 
Gary: ESRI Adobe
Jean: I would like to see what projects have been done.  What skills others have. 
Nancy:  Jared could be the tester, become an advocate. 
Gary:  Will talk offline.
Christina:  In process to verify no redundancy.
Dana:  Know what data is out there.
Jane: Contact process.
Christina:  When out of testing – will link Geoportal to website.
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
