(As of the April meeting, according to Esri: we have available 270.67 out of 600 received (200 for each year of the contract.) - 
Dana’s records show: 299 out of 600 – will work on the discrepancy (29 pt. discrepancy), likely attributed to lag time in reporting to Dana by training sub-admins. Also may be a result of conversion of 50 credits to Virtual Campus dollars. According to an email Jane received from Carol Dargatz (Esri), we have $21,975 in the Virtual Campus account available.

For next FY, Dana reports that Enterprise needs will take about 62 credits (training, metadata editor, version 10 migration.) That leaves 138 credits, plus any leftovers from previous years, for us to consider in our planning.)

Jane has been in discussion with Esri about scheduling two 90-minute webinars on getting to know version 10. This will cost 18 credits. Awaiting info on dates from Esri. Will need volunteers to help with this (WebEx, getting the word out,etc).
