Update on meeting with Esri to discuss a custom workshop for data stewards.
Plans for Enterprise Data Steward training January 10-12; participant list was compiled with input from Enterprise Data Subcommittee. Jane sent an email last Friday to all on this list with a request to reply by December 16. This training is a combination (and compression) of material from two Esri classes into one 3-day class. This training will be paid for with Esri credits and, if successful, will likely be offered again next year.  

It has become apparent that there is also a need for both high-level and “in-the-weeds” training in ArcGIS Server for those involved in the Enterprise Data effort. In a meeting with Esri reps on November 22, we discussed having Esri do a customized 90-minute webinar on the high-level overview of GIS services and how they compare, contrast, and complement the enterprise geodatabase. Dana suggested there may be a free webinar available on the Esri website that might meet our needs. Jane asked all to review what is already available on this topic and identify what would be needed for a customized webinar, and report back at the January meeting.

Jane will get confirmation of credit use from Esri and Dana will report on our credits balance at January meeting.

Related to Item 6: After the Esri training for data stewards, we’ll need a DWR training to cover DWR enterprise data standards and structure. This has to be developed with the Enterprise Data subcommittee. Jane asked for time on the next EGC agenda to coordinate this. The DWR portion should happen in February or later. Revisions to Positional Accuracy requirements are being written and should precede the DWR training.

NCRO has purchased licensing for the ArcHydro Groundwater extension (a third party application.) They want to bring the vendor/developer/consultant in to train them in how to use it, but ran into a roadblock with the DWR Training Office regarding use of the DWR Training Center. We discussed this with Tony Lafferty and Carol Dargatz of Esri on November 22, and it looks like NCRO will be able to use the Esri training facility for this.

In March, Jeff Simley of USGS will be in the area and has offered to conduct National Hydrography Dataset (NHD) training for DWR. Christina and Jane are working with Carol Ostergren of USGS to get this set up. Christina will check with Tony about the possibility of using the Esri training center for this.

Question: Will ArcGIS Server become obsolete when ArcGIS Online for Organizations come online? Answer: Probably not
