Presentation or webinar on ArcGIS Server (to learn how it works with and how it is different from the enterprise geodatabase): 
Per conversation with Greg Smith last month, he will schedule an hour to discuss this topic immediately following the February EGC meeting. 

Let’s set up group viewings of Esri conference videos, aka “popcorn viewings” (Christina).
Here are some videos we can show/view:
ArcGIS Server—An Introduction (72 minutes, including Q&A)
Are you interested in ArcGIS Server but don't know where to start? Perhaps you've worked with ArcIMS before and want to know what ArcGIS Server can offer you. In both cases, this is the session for you! You will learn how to make your maps, globes, and other GIS resources available to others by publishing them on a server. You will see how to create Web mapping applications. You will also be introduced to using ArcGIS Online, caching maps for performance, adding tasks to your applications, securing your GIS server, and finding the best help resources.

Installing and Configuring ArcGIS Server (91 minutes, including Q&A))
This session will discuss the essential elements to configuring ArcGIS Server on a single machine. Topics will include overall ArcGIS Server architecture, installation and configuration basics, and other topics important to getting the software up and running successfully. We will also cover some basic information on supported third-party products.

Creating Web Applications with ArcGIS (59 minutes, including Q & A)
ArcGIS offers several options for building Web applications. You can start by using one of the ready-to-use Web applications and adding your data on top of a basemap in the ArcGIS.com Web map or ArcGIS Explorer. If you need more control over the look and feel and functionality of your Web application, build a web application based on the ArcGIS Viewer for Flex or ArcGIS Viewer for Microsoft Silverlight. In this session, you will learn more about the types of Web applications you can build with ArcGIS.

Planning Enterprise Geodatabase Solutions (17 minutes)
This session covers the key phases and components of a geodatabase project; typical tasks involved in the design, development, and delivery of an enterprise geodatabase solution; and lessons learned and best practices developed by ESRI for deployment of its solutions.

National Hydrography Dataset (NHD) training
Christina (Chair of the NHD Subcommittee) announced that Jeff Simley of USGS will present a training session on the NHD on March 20 at the Esri Training Center. NHD subcommittee members are being considered to attend this training. If you are interested in participating, contact Christina. We will bring the knowledge base back to DWR. We’ll try to videotape it. 

Metadata Editor training  
This is a “heads-up” that volunteers needed to participate in a “train the trainer” knowledge transfer process in May 2012 to learn how to use the new Metadata Editor tool that is being created for DWR by VESTRA. Data stewards may be good candidates for this.
