Are there any Introduction to GIS Classes planned? (anyone) Harry & Leah (McNearney) will do one for DFM around April 17-18.  Christina & Aaron (Cuthbertson) plan to offer one for DSIWM – sometime this Spring.
DES has 14 people interested, according to Gina and Marcia. Gina requested help from a more experienced instructor. Harry will call Gina to coordinate on the DES training.

Data Steward Training report to subcommittee (Jane)
Customized training happened on January 10-12 at the Esri Training Center with 15 participants. We received positive feedback from attendees and instructor. Will plan to do this again later this year, if there is demand.

Learning & Service Credits balance (Dana)
Need to check with Dean Djokic (Esri) about discrepancy (either 56 or 73 available at this point.) Virtual Campus: over $13,000 remaining. 

ArcGIS extensions survey results (Jane)
Jane closed the survey this morning and posted the results on the portal. We spent a few minutes reviewing the results. Dana mentioned that he discovered how to get license and extensions usage data from a log file. This information will help us in the Esri contract renewal process.

ArcGIS Server Training (Jane)
Jane proposed using credits for customized training on ArcGIS server use and administration. An example of the need: Harry would like to stand up the CA Natural Diversity Database as a map service for internal DWR use. Gary brought up data security issue; that’s for another subcommittee (Data Standards?) to deal with. ArcGIS Online for Organizations will come into this discussion. Anyone who wants to beta test ArcGIS Online for Organizations: contact Dana.	
[bookmark: _GoBack]Defer to discussion at Enterprise GIS Committee (EGC) this Wednesday; Jane anticipates that a workgroup may be formed to help identify the roles and business process of obtaining the service and administering ArcGIS Server. The group agreed to spend some credits on a customized training class after we determine what content is needed.

National Hydrography Dataset (NHD) Training (Christina)
What is this training is and who should attend from DWR?
Planned for March 20 (at Esri training center), Jeff Simley from USGS will give a hands on training on the basics of using the NHD. A recording of his technical demo from January 25 is available on the portal. Christina will handle coordination of this training for DWR users. Seats are limited. NHD subcommittee folks get priority for this training.
