Data Steward Training report to subcommittee (Jane)
Update on further training: a training workgroup is being formed in the Standards Subcommittee, to be led by Harry. Metadata editor training-for-trainers is being scheduled with the consultants. Jane asked for volunteers to participate (further information will be sent as it becomes available.) Robyn volunteered.

ArcGIS extensions survey results (Jane)
Posted on portal; issues redirected to EGC.
Tracking Analyst: we have 6 licenses that are used regularly, but based on survey responses this number is adequate.
GPS Analyst: This extension is only for Trimble GPS units. There is presently one license of this extension purchased and used by the BDCP program. We recommend that the programs that have a need for this should purchase it for their own use.
Data Interoperability: After discussing this extension with our Esri rep, we’ve concluded that we do not really have the business need for this extension. Instead we will recommend training on using existing tools for importing CAD. Jane asked members to research the free and Virtual Campus training already available; she will start a thread on the discussion forum for this. For legacy data in MapInfo format we should consider doing a one-time conversion effort. 

Item 4: New Business 

ArcGIS Server Training (Jane)
Progress report: this is on hold pending outcome of discussions at Enterprise GIS Committee on enterprise GIS roles and responsibilities. Once this is clarified, Jane will ask Esri to put together an appropriate class before the end of this fiscal year.

National Hydrography Dataset (NHD) Training (Christina)
Update – seats available?
