	Many ER GIS Subcommittee members attended Esri User Conference in July.  There we had opportunities to learn from GIS users, teachers, and managers.

 We held a discussion on our experiences at Esri UC.
Jason shared thoughts on use of ArcGIS Online for Superbowl emergency management.  Editors were built to manage data in the cloud.  A common operating picture integrated common data and common terminology.
An ER group in Memphis used 911 data within their common operating picture.
The question was asked, "Could FOC have a business need for 911 data?  Or for reverse 911 alerts?"
Jane mentioned that the speaker from North Dakota developed a quick and dirty method to develop flood inundation boundaries.  Jaime has this person's contact info and will ask for the model used to develop these boundaries.
Christina discussed a "Flood Map App" presented by a group from Atkins.  This app can be found by searching for "Atkins flood."  The Atkins group presented on the approach they used to develop services and applications.  They used a "software development" approach to determine (1) what do we need to know and (2) what data provides those answers.
Atkins used open source software for mobile application development to save screen space.  Otherwise, some products will place their logo on your application.
Jaime noted that a few ER GIS users were using the National Grid.  A GIS specialist responding to a tornado in Missouri noted the need for a common place to store data between agencies.
