1. Previous meeting recap
Brief recap of previous meeting and the ArcGIS Online / 10.1 rollout meeting that ESRI presented the previous week.  A few items discussed:
1.1. Use of AGOL groups has not been explored at DWR, but figured heavily in the ESRI rollout 
1.2. Registering DWR-hosted services on AGOL is a way to make datasets discoverable.  Good way to share dataset with a group.
2. Purpose of the workgroup
2.1. Transition to a AGOL user group.  
Aaron suggested that the official business of the workgroup is coming to an end, and that a transition to more of a general user group might be warranted.
2.2.  Workgroup findings.
 of the workgroup findings be presented back to the ArcGIS A&A subcommittee.  Writeup would include: 
2.2.1. suggested use cases and use cases that would not be recommended for AGOL;
2.2.2.  need for active directory before rollout to full DWR; 
2.2.3. need to assign roles (administrators and publishers, specifically) across the department to distribute functionality across the department.  
2.2.4. Need for a process for providing publisher (or other) role to new user.  
3. Use Cases discussions
Discussed several use cases that could be explored further:
3.1. Program webmaps for small datasets.  For example, a program might want a map for displaying their monitoring stations .  AGOL would be an easy way for a program to get such a map up on a website.
3.2. Emergency response.  Jaime made the point that mobile devices coupled with AGOL could be a useful tool for emergency response.  Data could be served to groups securely and even edited on the fly by a group.  Benefits:  does not rely on DWR infrastructure; rapid development of maps and apps; ease in sharing data; online editing of data in real time.  
Jane suggested that the Emergency Response Subcommittee conduct a drill using AGOL.
3.3. Tony Lafferty pointed group to CalTrans District 11 website which includes an AGOL webmap.

4. Credit Usage
4.1. Danny Luong demonstrated the Admin tools to view credit usage for the department. 
4.2. Current usage
Thus far, DWR has consumed 3 credits of the 20,000 allotted this year.  The 3 credits were consumed by a large map service (385MB).  Credits were consumed by storage of the map service.
4.3. Jane mentioned that a new credit estimator tool is coming (according to an industry blog) that would help publishers estimate how their projects might burn credits.
