Greg made an access program to create inventories.
We’ve been looking at commercial products, one of them has been Voyager.
The product itself creates an inventory of all of the spatial data that it can reach.
DTS has decided they do not want us running a third party software to crawl the entire network. A potential alternative seems that we may be able to use is the commercial product but having it only scan the local materials.
One of the snags that we’ve run into is that Voyager, when it inventories .mxd files it looks at all of the layers inside the mxd and includes in your inventory each layer that is in your map.
