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RE: Esri International User Conference Pass Distribution 
January 11, 2013

DWR’s ArcGIS Enterprise License Agreement with Esri includes twenty passes to the Esri International User Conference (UC) in San Diego July 8-12, 2013. Under the guidance of the DWR Enterprise GIS Committee (EGC), the Training and Outreach Subcommittee has devised a procedure for the distribution of these passes to staff.

Between January 14 and February 15, 2013, staff may enter a request for conference passes through the Subcommittee’s website, https://dwrgis.water.ca.gov/training,  after they have received all necessary approval signatures on their conference request form DWR 3654.  The Subcommittee will assign the passes during the last half of February, and if more than twenty requests are made then the passes will be distributed according to the following scheme:

Order of precedence
I. Staff identified by EGC, on the basis of staff input, for whom the knowledge and/or networking opportunities at the UC are critical.

II. Staff with management approval to attend
a. Active GIS Committee or Subcommittee members who have submitted presentations
i. workshop presentation
ii. map presentation
b. Other GIS staff who have submitted presentations
i. workshop presentation
ii. map presentation
c. Other active* committee members
i.   Committee or Subcommittee Chair, Authorized Technical Manager, Training Sub-Administrator, or Introduction to GIS Class Instructor.
· Individuals with multiple roles will be ranked higher
d. Other GIS staff

· All staff requesting a UC pass must submit a scanned copy of approved DWR 3654 by uploading it to the https://dwrgis.water.ca.gov/training website in the “Esri Conference Pass Request Documentation” folder.
· Staff who have submitted presentations or maps for the UC must upload a copy of the abstract or map to the https://dwrgis.water.ca.gov/training website in the “Esri Conference Pass Request Documentation” folder in order for it to be considered in the ranking.
· A waiting list will be established after all tickets are allocated
· Allocation from waiting list will be decided by EGC on a case-by-case basis



*Active status is defined as participation in a workgroup or other tasks of the subcommittee, and will be verified with the subcommittee chair.

In the event that the State of California or DWR disallows all conference attendance at State time and expense (as was the case in 2011) the tickets will be made available to those willing to pay their own expenses.

All requestors will be notified of their status by March 1, 2013.
