NASA is interested in providing funding for this type of project to get started here, they would lead the effort with the first two or three years of funding. Jane is collecting names for people/projects that may be interested in this data, if you’re interested please contact Jane.

There is a second effort with NASA HyspIRI Mission Study Airborne Campaign, they are doing high altitude surveying with a multispectral instrumentation pack and they offered the data to us. There is going to be a meeting today on the hyper spectral data gathered during these flights. The flight paths at this point cover the delta. Gary will be leading the new Remote Sensing interest group here at DWR and will be starting an email list for this.
