Many people weren't in the Auditorium during the actual session. Maybe look at getting more agencies to get involved, although with more agencies it will get more difficult to coordinate. The scope for GIS Day 2013 was good that it kept within the scope of CNRA and its users. Webex has a limit of 150, we haven’t hit it but something to consider if the scope is broadened. There are some linkages of projects from other agencies outside CNRA that relate. Possibly team up with Jeff Kapella’s agency (Waterboards) for an increase of agencies within the scope. This could relate to the State GIS users group. Perhaps they could take on a broader scope Statewide GIS Day; there is an identified need for a statewide GIS Day. What made CNRA GIS Day 2013 successful was we had a small cadre of people within the CNRA itself. Perhaps the State GIS Users group can fill in some of the openings and the need with other GIS events. We should try and keep in mind with the GIS jargon for non GIS folk, especially in the morning session. We can try and encourage people to move forward in the seating to see better in the auditorium. Room 210 was cramped for the amount of people that showed up; we will keep the state library room in mind. Christina has two large conference rooms available as well. There were 170 names of people in attendance. For next year, we can enable registration on Webex and have it set to automatically approve the registration and it will collect their names and email addresses. We can also try to get people to sign up ahead of time and those that do get preprinted name tags, while walk-ins sign in and write their own name tag.

Jane will reserve the auditorium for next year and try to get the side room for snacks. Suggestion: have a web link to filter questions prior to GIS Day 2014 and answer the filtered questions at the event. We’ll form the group in April for GIS Day 2014. Try to look at bringing two agencies together as stated in the paragraph above (Waterboards). David Harris will talk to Scott Gregory about it. We’ll create certificates for GIS Day 2013 presenters and provide them next GIS Day as well. Attending the event can be used for GISP. Marrill will share the template for the certificate. As part of promotional materials, we can put a comment that GIS Day will help qualify for GISP cert. We’ll try to do informal outreach before the meeting in April to get more participation.
