Wild/Scenic Rivers (Gary)- This originally came up because a person from our Public Affairs office was looking for the California State Wild & Scenic Rivers layer. Will Patterson from DFW provided a layer and asked if we would be interested in stewarding this. There are a lot of state departments that do work on the Wild & Scenic Rivers but according to the code the responsibility lies on the Resources Agency. Both the Federal and the State Wild & Scenic Rivers now have services posted by CERES (these are out of date layers though). Gary and David Harris will review the statutes and get back to the EGC about this.
