Bing map key update – the Bing map key is currently in procurement. The Bing Map key procurement is under the Microsoft enterprise license agreement. Once everything is purchased, the bing map key will be released.

ArcGIS 10.2 Desktop - 10.2 is available for desktop installation for a slow release. Client support/LAN Admins are aware of the new release and they are ready to begin installing. Greg will send out an announcement (tomorrow at noon). Christina to send Greg a “what’s new in 10.2”. Greg will send a message to Olaf first (and CC Rodney) to let the LAN know that the Oracle client should be installed simultaneously (today). Danny is going to have a conversation with Rodney about the Oracle client installation need (tomorrow before noon).

Service Level Agreement – At last month’s meeting for A&A Ron Vinson from O&M volunteered to work on a Service Level Agreement between O&M and DES for ESRI server reliability. Ruppert has not heard (or asked for) any updates from Ron on this yet.

Cleaning up DWR Atlas – Greg Twist is working on this currently. Greg Twist has been working on moving the removal items into a staging area.

DWR Management presentation – Greg will start working on this, we can run it when the first datasets are up on production.

Training Center virtual machines – There is currently been a problem with the virtual machines over at the training center, right now the workaround is for Thomas Garcia to spin up new virtual machines for each workstation. Nancy is going to follow up on this to see if she can find a resolution for this technical issue.

Data Stewardship Charter – There is a workgroup for the stewardship of the Water Agency Districts dataset that met yesterday. Tito Cervantes requested the creation of a charter for the data promotion process itself. What would Tito like in addition to the workflow document? This could be a request for authority to work on data stewardship (a charter for this). Rather than doing a charter for that, we may just want to add wording to the EGC charter to cover the activities under this group - something along the lines of Governance approves the activities of this group, the staff time spent working on things under the EGC is a part of the work sanctioned. There is currently an effort towards an enterprise Data Management strategy (not only geospatial data). Greg said there are parts of the EGC charter that could be generalized to a general data stewardship charter. Nancy asked if this is something that should be bounced back up to governance? Maybe the message back to Tito should be that we have talked to governance about this, we do have their approval – Joel has explained this to Tito and the workgroup. Tito’s concern is valid and will probably continue to be brought up by other data stewards and substewards. Perhaps within our charter we could address that funding for the resources should come from programs even though the standards are supported from governance.

Minimum Metadata standards, Data Delivery Standards and Map Element Standards – Gary commented before the meeting that it is essential to have the standards get a refresh on them because the technology is changing quickly. It was decided that we will add these comments and mention every comment again in our final comment response. Mention that this version still does not address the other comments, add the implications of these comments not being addressed.

CVFED Data on the Enterprise – Currently we have approval to put the CVFED data on the enterprise but there has been a snag getting the actual data. The paperwork has been approved but the delivery has not. Ruppert will continue to pursue this.
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
