The data steward has received updates from California Energy Commission (CEC) numerous times since 2006.  Given the history, data steward intends to acquire updates from CEC every two years, except where major projects may demand more immediate updates from CEC on an as-needed basis.  
The update procedure is to notify CEC of which specific datasets DWR is interested in updating, then CEC sends notification to DWR signatory to Data Sharing Agreement (currently Gail Newton, Chief of DWR FESSRO) to ensure continuity of DWR’s obligations to that Agreement.  CEC then produces new CDs with updated data which are picked up from CEC office.  In the future, DWR will review the updated data, and verify as an improvement. 
Upon verification, steward will tag previous master enterprise sets with version date (year and month data previously obtained from CEC), and move off Atlas to an archival geodatabase.  Then, the new submittals will be posted to the DWR GIS Atlas, sans date.  Metadata will be updated as appropriate.  These changes will only be made for datasets that have been updated by CEC at time of DWR update request.  Datasets not updated by CEC will be left as-is.  
The cost to maintain the data should be trivial, since there is no cost to DWR for the data updates at this time.  Costs should only be a couple of hours of staff labor time to review the datasets and move them around the appropriate databases.
