Dan and Diana are working on a BDCP data migration from Black and Vetch to DWR.  They want to move the data to the enterprise system, and will need about 1 TB of storage space.

Diana and Ruppert have been working on a plan.  They need to identify a steward from DHCCP.  They will also need some funding for the storage.  
	
They are trying to accomplish this by the end of October, but it may be later. Also, the migration may be done in phases.

This data was not available to public until December 2013.
DHCCP needs the real estate records to be available outside of DWR, to a limited group of consultants.  DHCCP is using Atonex to manage their documents, but it cannot handle CAD or GIS documents. If this could be done on the enterprise system, it would help.
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
