Aaron Cuthbertson provided an overview of the Emergency drought dataset and what their team had done.  He stated that due to the drought declaration, they were tasked with tracking emergency declaration by water agency. The data set is currently on the DWR Atlas (see screen shot) and can be accessed through Arc Catalog and can also be accessed through Data Space.  
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[bookmark: _GoBack]He stated that this data set will be taken down at the time that the drought declaration is rescinded, probably in about 1 year. The WAWG group will pick up where they left off but can start work now on a copy of the data which will be on the development server.**hold off on this for now.

Questions addressed:
1. Does the Drought Team intend for the WAWG to add to the Agency Boundary the complete?
a. Yes, additions and updates can always be added.
2. What is the finished product: 
a. Geodatabase
3. When is it anticipated that the Agency Boundary will be ready for the WAWG group to work on?
a. It was suggested to make a copy of the dataset and it will be available for the WAWG group to work on edits/updates on the development server now. There has been a workflow created by Christina Boggs for this purpose. Also ESRI Virtual Campus class on working with multi-user datasets is available. 
4. How often will WAWG dataset be updated?
a. Annually. Editing and updates will be continuous but a new version will only be put out once a year.
5. What should the WAWG group do next?
a. Add additional fields to the schema as needed by the official dataset
b. Edit boundaries in regional office areas – more familiar with local data
c. Add relationship classes to external tables
d. Add external tables: use the tables already created and update as needed?

There was discussion about CDPH data, normalizing names and updates to that data geometry. There are 440 names of public water systems but no boundaries for these. 

Ag and urban water management plans are not part of the Atlas dataset. 

Greg Smith has documented what has been done. That information can be accessed in the following location:
