Discuss non-GIS database – to help populate tables
To help populate non-GIS data stewards could enlist the help of regional staff also working with the agency data.  This can be information for the Water Supply and Balance Team or other intra-Department groups that could supply additional information.
Demo – State Water Project Contractor – (Siran)
Siran shows everyone what was received by the region offices.  Discussion about the steps that we will need to take to update the data we have with what’s available from USBR as a starting point and moving forward.  We will want to contact the agencies for their data.
Polygon Boundaries – (Siran)
Discussion. There are advantages and disadvantages of keeping both service area boundaries and agency boundaries.  Suggestion to keep both in the same geodatabase with different linework. Projections: Joel suggested having the boundary feature class un-projected until such time it becomes necessary to define.  The digitizing scales and other items will also be saved for another time. Items to consider for polygon boundaries:
a. Region sub-stewards responsible for agencies within their boundaries
b. Overlapping agencies will be coordinated between regions where overlap exists
c. Compare USBR shapefile with any updates by region
d. Updating line work  - an ongoing process

File geodatabases:  Siran will send out an empty schema that the sub-stewards will import their data into the geodatabase.  Joel suggests the schema be uploaded to the Enterprise Production Environment.  Clients will need to be setup by Joel. Editor Tracking function in Arc Catalog:  Siran will look up editor tracking so we can be information for the next meeting.  Clients will be informed via email on the logistics on how to access and upload and access data for their region.
