What to expect in regards to SGMA and Water District Boundary updates: 
· Basin Boundary Modification Requests:  http://sgma.water.ca.gov/basinmod/ 
· View list of submitted Initial Notifications – local agency name link
· Check with SGMA contact person in your office; who will do the edits?
· Check uploaded documents for maps of proposed boundaries at bottom.
· Compare with current boundary in Water Districts dataset
· Example: Turner Island Water District: different proposed boundary than current Water District boundary; updated.

· GSA Formations: http://www.water.ca.gov/groundwater/sgm/gsa_map.cfm 
· View map of proposed GSA formations
· See list of submitted  GSA formation notifications, GSA Shapefiles: \\nasdpla\rio\Share\RPBranch\SustainableGroundwaterManagement\GSA_Formation_Notifications\GSA_Shapefiles
· Compare with current boundary in the Water Districts dataset.
What to Edit
· Districts that might be included in Basin Boundary modifications or GSA formations. See locations above
· Edit existing boundaries in your Region Office. These REALLY need to be cleaned up. Lots of duplicates, overlaps. May take some research, phone calls, communication with others in your office. Try County LAFCO websites for maps.
· Attributes: fill in fields in the attribute table as needed for now: LastModifiedDate, Modified By, Source Comments.



When to Edit
· January 1 – March 31, 2017 is the submittal period for requests for Basin Boundary modifications
· January 1 – June 30, 2017 -= is the submittal period for SGMA formation notifications 
· Both of these require shapefile submissions. 
· Compare what is submitted with what boundaries we currently have

Who authorizes these edits? How will I get paid?
· Check with your Region Office Groundwater contact person or SGMA person. 
· If someone on that team is not doing the GIS edits, you will probably be authorized to do them. 
· Find out about a charge number for funding/IO from them.

· This dataset is currently being used on DWR web maps for the public 
· Create a project for editing using a copy of the Water District boundaries on Atlas_Development21159.sde\atlas.SDEi03_WaterDistricts

· You must create your own copy of the dataset to perform edits on.
· That edited version gets reconciled & posted to the Server by Siran & Greg Twist
