I. Mark Emerson / Nirmala Benin: presentation on on-line tool related to water agencies/systems (15 minutes)
Topic moved to the beginning of discussion to allow for Nirmala & Mark to attend another drought related meeting.
Siran was approached by Greg Smith and the Drought Team about obtaining water agency boundaries for drought related work.  Doubts arose about what we are doing and whether the datasets being collected for drought work will undercut WAWG efforts or help them.  Everyone agreed data for the drought is just one of many reasons why we need to continue. There need is very real for this dataset!  Our efforts are valid and the work should continue.  
The confusion or doubts might be coming out of scrambled efforts to get data from any source possible quickly to support the drought team.  What they are probably after are points on a map to locate agencies in critical drought status and not necessarily the boundaries of the agencies.  If they just want a location the 2012 USBR dataset along with the DPH site should suffice for now.  The dataset we are working on is not ready for the public, but we can point them to what we are using.  
Nirmala goes on to share DPH’s, Drinking Water Systems Geographic Reporting Tool.  The Environmental Health Investigation Branch (EHIB) within DPH has developed an interactive map with UC Davis for tracking Public Health concerns related to Drinking Water Systems.  EHIB is currently working on getting additional staff since their key member of the team has unexpectedly passed away.  They have about 92% are public water systems identified by their Public Water System Statistics (PWSS) and they all have been referenced with their PWSS identification numbers.  Accessing the EHIB data is done at:  http://www.ehib.org.
Betsy commented that one water supplier could have more than one PWSS number.  These could be aggregated for the agencies that have numerous service areas.
Siran points out that there are some issues with “User Created Data.”  These files need to be vetted before incorporating them into the DWR dataset.  We can use this site to fill in blanks or identify other areas where the data can be improved.  
It isn’t clear about QA/QC.  Betsy Vail will follow up with Mark at DPH to see how this is being verified before this can be incorporated into what we’re doing.  She will also be our point of contact with DPH for future.
II. Discuss new workflow diagram – Water Agency Model (All)
a. Review Data Model Diagram document (Siran)
Siran shared the Model Diagram and how the relationships within the geodatabase will be defined.  No one responds so either everyone is ok with it or doesn’t understand.   This was based on the data each RO sent to Siran.  The next step would be to load the data for each RO.  Siran shows everyone how this will basically be done to build the database.
Naming Conventions for Water Agency Boundaries 
b. Abbreviations (WD or ID or spell it out), dashes or hyphens – eliminate? # or No.? 
Siran explains it does matter whether there are periods or capitals in the naming conventions.  This will make a difference on everything from labels to queries.  Conversation wanders before anyone clearly states what is preferred.  We will omit periods for now from the abbreviated names (e.g. El Dorado I.D. would be just El Dorado ID).
III. Adding Regional data to Master geodatabase
a. User Guide/demo by Siran
RO’s will be responsible for importing their data into the format agreed upon (see current GIS Diagrammer).  RO’s will be allowed to add data but, adding or deleting fields will be a group effort to maintain a consistent framework as we get started.
Agency Boundary, Service Area, and Place of Use Boundary are all different types of Boundaries that we have or could potentially have.  What are we going to use and how will we address in the database?  Boundary Type will differentiate between the two boundary types.  As for Place of Use boundary it is somewhat specific to SWP and CVP.  We can create a Place of Use Boundary for these once we have everyone’s data uploaded
IV. Letter requesting most recent Agency Boundaries (see example)
a. Do not duplicate for SWP Contractors. Who will send out letters? 
b. Each Region or one individual to ALL agencies?
c. Will need contact tables.
Siran will share the letter SWP used to request data, which she said was quite good.
We will hold off on sending out letters until we know what our full dataset looks like.
V. Tables for Geodatabase
a. Boundary Type, Water Supply Info, Contact info ( each Regions does their own then merge)
The tables should be kept with the basic dataset until we can determine what needs to be part of the main dataset and what is region specific outside of the dataset.
