ArcGIS 10.3 is ready to go for department-wide upgrades. ArcGIS Pro is also ready but you’ll need an ArcGIS Online for Organizations account. You can create an aqua assist to create an ArcGIS Online for Organizations account. Ten users across the department have been testing for the last few months.

What’s the difference between 10.3 and ArcGIS Pro? The look and feel of 10.3 is similar to 10.2, ArcGIS Pro is completely different.
Danny drafted an announcement to send out to the community. What is ArcGIS Pro? It’s a 64 bit application, this allows for faster geoprocessing. If the DWR Enterprise Services group sets up an account for you to have an AGOL login then you’ll be able to use GIS Pro but functionality that requires credits to be expended will be limited. DTS is still working through procurement for credits.
