California portion of the National Hydrography Dataset 
The Enterprise GIS Committee selected Option 4.  This option had between 7 and 8 PYs, and cost a lot.
Scott, Greg, Nancy and Tim discussed bringing a National Hydrography Dataset proposal to the Governance Board.  The group agreed to seek funding from multiple agencies.  In fact, the Department will need funding from other agencies if it is to become the National Hydrography Dataset steward.
Nancy, Greg and Tim discussed National Hydrography Dataset with Scott Gregory.  He is interested in supporting stewardship, and believes an emergency response perspective would be the most fruitful.  He will take the lead on this, and set up meetings with CalEMA to see where National Hydrography Dataset fits in.  Nothing is solid yet.
Is this on the formal agenda for CalGIS?  It is premature to discuss this at CalGIS, because the Governance Board has not discussed the idea. 
Remote Sensing

The group has not meet since last Enterprise GIS Committee meeting.

The question was asked if there are plans for the Committee to meet.  Jean said the group would probably in the next two to three weeks.
Outreach and Training
Learning and Service Credits

In April, the Committee will discuss the learning and service credits for the next year.  Any credits not used from the first and second year, should be used by June 2011.  If not, the credits will return back to the Subcommittee.  All of third year credits will be used for enterprise needs (the metadata editor and Geoportal).  If you have opinions about how to use the credits, you are welcome to join the discussion.

Jane sent out a message to the list server about this a week or so ago.  
Esri Users Conference

31 folks interested in going to the Users Conference.  6 people said that they would go for half of the conference, and would be willing to share a conference ticket.  Since the survey, two people have dropped.  More will probably.  The Committee is asking that people get an approved 3654 by April 10, 2011.  DWR may be able to get extra passes if needed.

Training

Jane is putting together a list of people willing to teach the Introduction to GIS training.  In the next couple of weeks, she will set up a meeting with them to coordinate the trainings.  At the meeting, the group will talk about training center and working with the training office.  If people in a smaller office, and do not have anyone to teach a course for their organization, contact Jane and she will see if she can fit you into a class.
Most of the training is on ArcGIS 9.3.1.  Some training may be on ArcGIS 10.  ArcGIS 10 is different.  For the time being, most training will probably be on ArcGIS 9.3.1.
Training Office is dropping Introduction to GIS class because instructors not provided for open enrollment.

Jane encourages people to move forward with version ArcGIS 10.  Mark List noted that National Hydrography Dataset does not run on ArcGIS 10.  Scott noted that USGS is updating their National Hydrography Dataset data submission tool to work on ArcGIS 10.
Emergency Response 
Jamie has posted notes from the last meeting on the portal.  It was an intense meeting, and covered a lot of ground.  Bill Croyle from Flood Center gave some ideas of what he would like from us.  The focus of the meeting was on:
· Common data sets ready to go from the next emergency and Golden Guardian

· Standard Operating Procedures for GIS specialists and GIS services
· CalEMA vs CalFIRE and Feds

· San Joaquin County and Sacramento County

· Training on the above two items.
The Committee has short-term issues, and long-term issues.
The group would like to put together a list of GIS people willing to work on incident command teams (emergency responses teams).  People have to have:

Skills, and be willing and able


Training per FEMA requirements for DFM to be reimbursed.  People have to have taken the 100 and 200 Incident Command Structure classes (SEMS and NEMS).
Greg Vaughn is the contact person in DFM.
Data

The Data Committee met with David Harris to discuss exchanging metadata between DWR and the Natural Resources Agency.  This should not be too hard if both have a GeoPortal.
